Caring for Our Retired Priests $4,000,000

When a priest is ordained, there is much exciterapdtenthusiasm about his first
assignment and initial celebration of the sacramdptiests, like their parishion-
ers, work hard — they dedicate their lives to farthg the mission of the Church
and bringing people closer to Christ. The shaohdhe baptismal priesthood,
which we all receive at baptism, would not flourhgrow without the ministry
and example of the parish priest. We are gratefuhe many priests who have
served our families and, in retirement, continugley important roles as mem-
bers of our communities.

In the Diocese of Tucson, the average age of atpise56. Over the next five

years, a total of 40 priests will be age 70 or olied therefore eligible for retire-

ment benefits. With a high average age and anmemas number of priests pre-
paring to retire, there is a pressing need to pleyor these men who have so
faithfully served the local Church.



Additionally, the diocesan priests here in the @& of Tucson receive one of the
lowest pension payments in the country—just $1@2800month. Through this cam-
paign, we will increase the pension to a more lieamount of $1,500.
