Dear Parishioners,

As you know, St. Frances Cabrini has been seldotbd one of four pilot par-
ishes in theOur Faith, Our Hope, Our Future campaign. As a pilot parish we
are conducting our campaign from September to Dbeewf this year. All other
parishes will run it in 2008. This week I'd like spend a few moments explain-
ing a few needs here at our parish that we careaddhrough the successful com-
pletion of the campaign.

One of the purposes of the campaign is to strengthesh life. The campaign
will return to the parish 20% of all gifts up torayoal of $500,000. For gifts in
excess of our goal, 50% will be returned.

What will we do with this money? Two things comamediately to my mind.
The parish leadership group (Corporate DirectoasisR Council, and Finance
Council) has decided to follow the recommendatibthe Tucson Police Depart-
ment to close our back parking lot to vehiculafficaat night. For some time
these areas have been used for auto racing, daliggland acts of vandalism.
We will install four gates and some wrought iron fegdio secure the area. All
parking areas will be open during the day. Thetfparking lot will remain open
all day and night. The cost will be $53,000.

The second use makes me proud to be your pastor. Reptessndf our Corpo-
rate Board, our St. Frances Cabrini Foundation, our Pandh-inance Councils
met to discuss the question—what is the missid@hafrch regarding excess
funds? They agreed that after parish needs aguatkdy provided for and pro-
tected, we should become a giving parish. It jsartant to know that our excess
funds do not come from our Sunday collections sl@iport our operating budget.
Our excess funds came from bequests from paristsaneo indicated us in their
wills.



Each year our Finance Council will determine howchmwe have for charitable giv-
ing. Our Parish Council will accept requests, eatd them and distribute those
funds. Following the adage “Charity begins at hroar St. Vincent de Paul Soci-
ety will be a major receiver each year. Alreadyeotrequests have been made.
Regular reports will be made to all of you on howg tmoney has been distributed. |
think you can see why | feel proud to be pastdhisf great parish.

Of course, much of this depends on our respondetoampaign. We will continue
talking more about this in the weeks ahead. |d¢eeafident that, as always, we will
respond for the good of the larger church of owwdese as well as for our own
good.

Please pray with me that our campaign will be ss&ite and be an encouraging pi-
lot for the other parishes. God bless you in eveay.
